It was four days before Easter, the whole team of the Shelter Jordan was focused on the
Good Friday and Easter celebration weekend. Both of the small groups had prepared a
presentation for each night with different activities like a video poll, a mime, a film
discussion, a monologue, and a teaching on hope...

A group of fifty-one teenagers from Kosovo, most of them raised in Muslim homes, had
been staying in our hostel for a few days already. We had struggled serving them in a way
which they could understand- as there were so many language, culture, and age barriers
among us. We prayed for opportunities to speak to them. God answered our prayer:
communication improved, we were able to serve them a simple meal, which they loved.
Jordan, a staff member, began playing piano while they were eating, and soon an enjoyable
atmosphere arose in the café. When the guests were invited to the evening bible discussion,
there were few who wanted to join... but miraculously, a few minutes later the entire group
was ready to hear more about the Word. Obviously we didn't have enough space in our
small bible discussion room (which maybe holds a capacity of ten), so we used the café
instead. So there we were, the café packed with fifty-one guests from Kosovo and a few
others guests staying at the hostel.

The dinner had turned into a bible discussion, and the bible discussion had quickly turned
into a hostelnight. Thanks to a team that was bold, prepared for Easter, willing to share and
serve, a normal evening at the Shelter could turn into a wonderful moment of glorifying God.
After Maryla performed a monologue of Mary Magdalene and Steve summarized the
message just shared, one of the boys from the group asked; “Can you really feel Jesus?
How do you experience Him in your life?” Is there a more beautiful question to answer?
These are the moments that we may know that God is in control and He welcomes us as we
welcome others into a moment of absolute joy.

If you have worked at the Shelter before you know that our cleaner’'s ministry is one of the
most effective ways that we share the gospel and is richly blessed by the Lord. As most of
the cleaners live in the hostel and work with the staff for four weeks, they can get a first-
hand experience of what an authentic Christian community is really like. This experience in
itself is truly powerful and something you can hardly get outside of the Shelter. People who
had negative images about Christianity come to realize that their images are ungrounded
and they are gently challenged to face the real message of Jesus Christ. This happens
through our daily morning devotions and the conversations with the staff. For example, there
was a cleaner from New Zealand in March and although she is not yet a believer she started
to read the Bible while she was working with us and when she went back home she took a
Bible with her. We currently have another cleaner form England and | can clearly see that
the Lord is removing some of his preconceptions about Christianity. A few days ago during
the morning devotions he was saying that Christians should help people in need if they have
the money to spend to travel to share the gospel, but in the discussion we shared that what
people need most is to know that they are loved and that they can be forgiven. Jesus
actually focused on both; although his primary calling was to share the gospel, he also
cared for people deeply. In the end he seemed to begin to understand our need for love and
forgiveness. We also had two cleaners who were “nominal” in faith and they became really
excited about their Christian faith through the Shelter. One of them sent me a message
today and told me that he is tired of sin and its results in the world and he is praying for
Christ's kingdom to come. We also offer the Alpha Course to those who want to investigate
Christianity more systematically. This year, by the grace of God, we were enabled to start
the Alpha Course with eight cleaners so far. Most of them are pre-Christians or Christians
young in faith. We would be grateful if you could pray that these pre-Christians, Antonio,
Kerry, and Gaelan, will come to know the love of Christ and receive him as their Lord and
Savior.

When | told my friends back home four months ago that my main position here at the
Shelter Hostels was that of cleaner supervisor, they responded in a combination of delayed
shock and hilarity. They laughed! And for good reason, truly... I'm known for being a lot of
things - clumsy, unintentionally funny, creative... not tidy. It's something | have struggled
with over the years, because it's not as though | want to be messy, | just can't seem to
tackle messes... | get too overwhelmed and give up. The piles accumulate, and | am left
with a messy room, a messy car, a messy workspace... and so on.

But this position has taught me a lot personally about the importance of organization - not
only in physical places and things that belong to me, but also with my life. While | think that
a little bit of mess is kind of fun, sometimes the piles of stuff in our lives get so high that we
don't know how to get out anymore. God used me in this position in a way | really didn't
expect - tidying up others' lives. Helping them organize their lives and find ways out of
messy situations by helping them to find jobs, places to live, tidying guests' rooms at the



hostel... but most importantly, clearing up their misconceptions of themselves by showing
them the beauty of God's love for them. Every day we read a little bit of the Word and talk
about it... most of these young men see Christianity as a traditional religion, or they see God
maybe as a creator but certainly not someone who cares about them individually every day.
This is how | used to see God. And it is such a reward (a surprising reward) to be able to
talk to people who are in the same boat as | was and to be able to shine God's light even
though I'm weak and continue to make mistakes. It makes me think of a piece of scripture |
read the other day... sort of hit me in the face.

Moses said to the Lord, "O Lord, | have never been eloquent, neither in the past nor since
you have spoken to your servant. | am slow of speech and tongue."

The Lord said to him, "Who gave man his mouth? Who makes him deaf or mute? Who gives
him sight or makes him blind? Is it not I, the Lord? Now go; | will help you speak and I will
teach you what to say." (Exodus 3:10-12)

So often we are in denial of what God has called us to do... at least, | am. I'm clumsy. Living
here, I'm even losing my ability to speak English fluently... My testimony wouldn't blow
anyone's mind. I'm pretty normal, constantly doubting the "great plans the Lord has for me
to prosper me" (Jeremiah 29:11). Yet God surprises me with things like this, like putting me
in positions | feel | am incredibly unsuited for and showing me how He is using me to show
people how much He loves them even when | don't realize it. He does this for all of us, |
think. It's when we surrender to Him that we are able to really see it.

Recently | experienced God’'s care in an unexpected way:
when | came to the Shelter | just had finished my study for
being a teacher in primary school. | wanted to thank God that
He had helped me trough the study and | also felt the
responsibility to obey Gods calling to reach out to the world.
And why should | go to another country, if there is enough need
in our own country? When the option of working in the Shelter
came along, | knew this was the place to go. | signed up for a
year and my plan was to teach again after my Shelter time. In
theory it's easy and quickly said that God will provide for a job
after the Shelter, but when my time here went forward, |
worried a bit about it. “Do you really trust God?” This question
from one of the managers during a talk didn’t leave me. It made
me think of people in the Bible, who tried to help God because
waiting didn’t seem the right thing.
God kept asking me: Dana, do you really trust Me? Do you take
My word as true? Finally | told Him honestly that deep inside |
was afraid that He would let me down even though | asked
Him. | learned to ask Him for help by trusting Him for the 100%. Not by expecting a job
particularly, but by trusting His heart (see Jeremiah 29:11). For me it meant that | gave the
job question into His hands to leave it there. The question was no longer if God would
provide a job. The question was deeper: Do | have faith in God? Do | trust Him in my life?
The word: ‘No one can please God without faith’ came straight to my heart. Do | really
believe God, when He says: ‘For | know the plans | have for you, plans to prosper you and
not to harm you, plans to give you hope and a future’ (Jeremiah 29: 11)? | prayed for it and
in faith. That was the only thing | did and that was new for me. It was not easy. It seems
easier to do something and ask God to bless it. But | experienced the truth of the word: ‘God
rewards those who seek Him’. Not because | did that, but because it is according to His will.
I am glad God taught me this lesson. Just to let you know: last week God surprised me by
providing a job!
